GUIDE FOR FINAL EXAM:
HEBREW SCRIPTURES FINAL EXAM:
1.
Know the message and theology for each of the O.T. books starting with Joshua to Malachi as stated in Old Testament Survey.  I’m only focusing on the message (argument or thesis statement) and the theology for each of these books. I will not be asking you to learn the outline of each of these books or be concerned with authorship issues, dates, or locations. Simply the message and theology is what I will be examining. 
2.
Understand the major ideas in chapter 9, chapters 12-15, chapter 16, chapter 17, and chapter 31, and chapter 33 of Old Testament Survey.
3.
Use the table of contents from Kingdom of Priests to help prepare you for questions from this book (chapters 4-14). I will not be focusing on detailed problems. Rather, my goal is that you have a rich understanding of theology and a broad understanding of Israel’s history. So, focus on what is repeated, emphasized, related, alike, and unalike (comparisons) beginning with chapter 4. For example, unpack the decline and fall of Babylonia. Explain what was happening to the Jewish people during the exile in both Judah and Babylon.  What is the encouragement offered by Haggai and Zechariah? Thus, take the table of contents and convert them to questions.
You will discover that your studying from both of these books will complement each other in the most amazing way. I believe in the champion in you!

The test will perhaps be true/false, multiple choice, and perhaps matching. Remember, my goal is to see you succeed, not to punish you. But you must know the material. So, work hard! Be strategic! Focus! Constantly review your notes!
