What is Textual Criticism?  Anwer: Textual criticism seeks to ascertain the very wording of the original. Like all literary documents of antiquity, biblical textual criticism is necessary because we do not possess the originals. Moreover, we have more than five thousand manuscript copies of the Greek New Testament with the existence of variants between these copies.
