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One characteristic that is so dangerous for the believer within and outside of the local church is self-righteousness. Self-righteous people produce cuts and sores upon those who are sensitive, tender, and optimistic.  Because it is irritating if not hurtful, self-righteous people do more harm than good by motivating disagreements, divisions, and even abhorrence.  It is hypocritical and even reflects personal insecurity.
What I mean by self-righteousness is having a holier-than-thou predisposition whereby one demonstrates either by their words or actions moral superiority or an exaggerated show of holiness.  Typically I find this sanctimonious mindset in disapproving comments, retorts, and little unkind “cut-down” statements-all in the name of Christian “truth” and/or “love.”
So, what are indicators that you may be a Christian “hoity-toity?”  The following is a list of indicators that may prove helpful:

You may be self-righteous when…

1.
You naturally tend to judge or criticize the conduct of others too severely or too much.
2.
You naturally tend to respond if not correct statements or comments that other people make with “holier-than-thou statements.”  
3.
You tend to focus on the superiority of your own beliefs and actions.

4.
You tend to be fault-finding.

5.
You are looking for church problems to complain about.
6.
You are given to petty criticism or complaints.

7.
Others find you difficult to love.

8.
Others only exchange pleasantries with you but never desire to spend time with you or build a relationship with you; you find yourself being alone no matter what church you attend.
9.
You are proud that you have the “gift” of criticism.

10.
You think you deserve to be heard – no matter the issue or circumstance.
11.
You are offensively pompous.

12.
People find you intensely annoying.

13.
You are hated or are considered despicable.

14.
Family or family friends say that they “love you” but “don’t like you.”

15.
You are quick to offer a comment correcting someone’s statement.

16.
You treat somebody as if he or she is less intelligent or knowledgeable than yourself.
17.
You tend to make something seem less important than it actually is.

18.
Your manner of speaking is snobby.
19.
You have a problem “holding your tongue.”

20.
You are convicted after reading James 3:1.
21.
Others repeatedly tell you that your words “hurt.”

22.
Others come to you and apologize for holding “bitterness” or “unforgiveness” in their heart from some disapproving statement you made in the past.
23.
You consistently think you have something to prove.

24.
You are given to the thought that you can do a better job-no matter the task.

25.
You enjoy talking about people and their problems.

26.
You are known for being “nit-picky” on insignificant matters.

27.
You are envious of, if not competitive, when you are with others.
28.
You enjoy talking bad about others.
29.
You raise your eyebrow in a condescending, demeaning way.

30.
Behave toward others in way that shows others that you are socially superior to them.

You have “no grace.”
