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Considerations Gleaned from Haggai:

1. The work of the Lord should never be one of procrastination (1:3).

2. Misplaced priorities hinder the privilege to participate in God’s work (1:4,9).

3. The goal of God’s work is His glory and pleasure (1:8).

4. God sometimes uses natural disasters for spiritual discipline (1:6,10,11)

5. Obedience and reverence are prerequisites for spiritual blessing (1:12-14)

6. It is never too late to start obeying God (1:12-15)

7. Courage comes from knowing that God is present (2:1-4)

8. The remedy for a discouraged heart is to see the divine perspective (2:6-7)

9. Everything belongs to and is under the sovereign authority of God (2:7-8)

10. Holiness is non-transferable (2:11-12)

11. Sin is transferable (2:13-14)

12. Sin contaminates everything one does (2:13-14)

13. Disobedience brings discipline while obedience brings blessing (2:15-19)

14. God is sovereign over all the nations and kingdoms of this world (2:20-22)

15. The covenants of the Lord are guaranteed to be fulfilled (2:23).

Reflective Questions:

1. Is it true that things, things, and things are sufficient to satisfy our deepest needs, desires, and questions?
2. Are material objects able to help us gain contentment in this life?

3. Don’t we not always want a little more?  And is not that “want” accompanied with a real & sharp sense of hunger?

4. Is it not true that our appetites grow with what it feeds on?

5. Even if we thirst for noble occupations, skills, and moral virtue, if we are able to be truly honest, should vanity play a role to assist us in meeting those goals?

6. Don’t we sometimes feed our bodies yet starve our souls?  Shouldn’t we be holistic in our approach?

7. How many longings are crushed or neglected by one who eagerly pushes the fulfillment of just one longing?

8. Do we not either race from one thing to another, splitting ourselves into tolerable distractions, or do we not limit ourselves by devoting our power and energy to secure only one goal?

9. Even if you have a secured a tolerable satisfaction in life, do you not have many other desires or needs that are met?

10. Do you honestly believe that if you will trust in Christ as your Savior and yield to Him by submission in your daily Christian experience, you will be able to claim, “I am full; I have all I need; I am content; Christ is sufficient for me.”   May be it so because He is the deepest answer to our deepest needs!  Read the Gospel of John.
