6. Because the whole creation was designed to worship Him.

7. Because we are commanded to worship Him.

8. Since worship is “fuel” for the race to finish well with Christ-centered integrity.
9. Since He saved us from the penalty, power, and presence of sin (three tenses of salvation; past, present, and future).
10. Because there is no legitimate reason or excuse not to worship Him.

11. Because He has blessed us in spite of ourselves.

12. Because we are made in the image of God.
13. Because God prescribed onto our heart the prescriptive predisposition (natural law) to worship Him.
14. Because He defeated Satan and his worldly system.

15. Because of “grace” i.e., undeserved divine favor.
16. Because we are the “elect.”
17. Because the Holy Spirit motivates us to worship.

18. To strengthen the local church.

19. To strengthen the universal church.

20. Because it is a testimony to others; it is an evangelistic tool of who He is.

21. Because it provides a moral example if not a legacy to pass down to our posterity.

22. Worshipping God reminds us to focus all our attention upon Him.

23. Worshipping God allows us to know Him better.

24. To not worship God is to blaspheme God.

25. Because God desires us to worship Him.

26. Since worship is fellowshipping with God.

27. Worshipping God can heal divisions and problems in any relationship in the local church.
28. Worshipping God can restore families.

29. Worshipping God dissipates guilt.
30. Worshipping God fosters unity and wholeness.

31. Worshipping God fosters forgiveness.

32. Worshipping God is yielding to the Holy Spirit.

33. Worshipping God is calling unto God.

34. Worshipping God safeguards you from false teaching.

35. Worshipping Gods safeguards you from sinful activities.

36. Worshipping God safeguards you from yourself.

37. Because He inhabits the praise of His people.

38. Worshipping God involves the mind, the heart, and the will of believers.

39. Worshipping God safeguards us from being servants of the devil.

40. Because worship fosters love for one another in Christ.

41. Since worship promotes spiritual growth, practical holiness, and godly decision-making.
42. Since worship assists us in enduring trials and tribulations with joy.
43. Because we are doing His will by worshipping Him.
44. Worship motivates us to cling to Jesus Christ
45. Because we have a new mind, new heart, and new will; we are new creatures in Christ.

46. Because we have that privilege to worship God.

47. Because worship validates our God-given existence.
48. Because He “pitched” His tent in our midst with the incarnation of the Son of God and the indwelling Holy Spirit.
49. To return to Him the blessings He has so richly given us in spite of ourselves.

50. To fall deeper in love with our Lord and Savior.

51. Because Jesus is coming back at any moment (pretribulational rapture) to take us home to heaven; the doctrine of imminency.

52. Because we want to be known by Him as “good and faithful servants”, i.e., believers with whom God is well pleased.
53. Because we will be rewarded for our faithfulness at the Judgment Seat of Jesus Christ.

54. Because we don’t want to live a wasted life, a life that doesn’t count for eternity.
55. Since He is most beautiful.
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
