Vital Supplement for Spiritual Vitality

GALATIANS 2:20
God’s purpose in your life is to glorify Himself by knowing, loving, and obeying God.  Thousands and thousands of God's children are totally defeated in their Christian life because they do not understand the conflict in which they are engaged, the adversary against whom they fight, the remedy to combat the things that tempt them into fleeting, momentary pleasures (the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life).  The result of yielding to temptation which is absolutely opposed to God leads to regret, pain, and even despair.  Moreover, yielding to sin grieves God and quenches His ministry in our lives.  

Therefore, MEDITATE and MEMORIZE the following Scripture passage and statement:

Gal. 2:20, "I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave Himself for me." 

THE CHRISTIAN LIFE IS THE LIFE OF CHRIST REPRODUCED IN THE CHILD OF GOD BY MEANS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT.

Consider the following 2 questions and 8 statements that follow:

How can the Holy Spirit live His life through me?  What is the key to permitting the Holy Spirit to live the resurrection life of Christ in me?   Meditation upon the God of the Bible is the answer.  “To meditate” means "to ponder or reflect”:

1.
For Joshua in Josh. 1:7-8, it was meditating on God's Law, thus contemplating God Himself and thinking about His power and greatness.  
2.
In Psalm 1, the righteous person is marked by meditation on God's Word day and night, that is, regularly (Ps. 1:2).  
3.
David, when distressed, found relief when he pondered the goodness of God.  He spoke of peace and gladness that flooded his soul in the night (4:4-8).  
4.
On another occasion, when David was in the house of the Lord, he struggled because of the enemies that surrounded him.  He found strength when he meditated on the beauty of God (27:4).  
5.
And on another occasion, David, while facing immediate danger, suffering physically, took time to meditate on God's love and greatness; he reflected on the One who was his light and salvation.

Further, central to Israel's worship was meditation on God's Word.  
7.
Purity of life (Psalm 119:15), antidote to sorrow (119:27-28), hope when taunted by enemies (119:42-48) or in the darkest of nights (119:148), and sustainment (119:7-8) are results from meditating, pondering, and reflecting on God's Word, His timeless & enduring truth (Psalm 19:7-11). 

8.
Memorization has to do with being able to instantly recall the information deposited in the mind.  Thus, we have to incorporate Scripture into our minds to the extent that God's Word automatically becomes reflected in our thinking in moment by moment living…and we must do so being rightly related to the Holy Spirit (1 John 1:9; Gal. 5:16-18).
I hope you are excited about the possibilities of living the Christian life as I want to want to be.  As Dr. Pentecost states:
"Men are characterized by many goals.  They want security; they want happiness; they want material prosperity; they want power and influence; they want a reputation.  All of these things satisfy the flesh.  They do not fulfill the purpose of God, because God's purpose for your life is to reproduce the life of Jesus Christ in you, so that men may look at you and see the Lord Jesus Christ revealing the Father, thus bringing honor and glory to God.  There can be no higher goal.  There can be no higher ambition.  There can be no higher purpose than that which the Word of God puts before us as the chief end of the child of God, to glorify God.  The greatest goal in the believer's life is not his own enjoyment of his salvation.  His highest goal is not learning the truths of Scripture, nor even teaching and preaching the Word.  His greatest goal is to love Jesus Christ so that men may know the Father.  God is glorified through the transformation in the life of His child that enables Him to use that child to reveal Himself to men, so that as men respond to that which has revealed of Christ, they might honor and glorify the Father."
