Vital Supplement for Spiritual Vitality

One of the most common weaknesses in our churches today is the lack of prayer.  Nevertheless, we see Jesus Christ model for us the seriousness of prayer in His earthly ministry.  Therefore, we must take prayer seriously in our daily lives.  But how can we improve our prayer life?  Consider this following passage and practical points that follow:
 Matthew 6:5-7 “Whenever you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, because they love to pray while standing in synagogues and on street corners so that people can see them.  Truly I say to you, they have their reward.  6But whenever you pray, go into your room, close the door, and pray to your Father in secret.  And your Father, who sees in secret, will reward you.  7 When you pray, do not babble repetitiously like the Gentiles, because they think that by their many words they will be heard.”  

· Prayer is an essential aspect of the privacy of our believer priesthood (1 Pt 2:5,9).
· Be mindful to whom you are praying…your Father God, the sovereign God of the universe. 

· Distractions should be removed prior to prayer. 

· Prayer is to be organized, lucid and to the point. 

· Prayer should not be used to gain the approbation of fellow believers. 

· Prayer should not be used to call attention to self by excessive rhetoric. 

· Therefore, Christians need to avoid "Spotlight Christianity". 

· A Spotlight Christian is one who calls attention to what they are doing for the Lord in order to gain the approval of fellow Christians or make them look more "spiritual" than other believers.
· Lengthy rhetoric or grand articulation is not what counts in prayer.  Rather, it is God centered praying that involves both an authentic heart and mind.  

Therefore, if you are struggling in your prayer life, ask God to convict and exhort you to greater prayer.  I guarantee that fervent prayer will transform your mind, heart, and will.  You are only one decision away…
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
