The first director worked out of her car to provide counseling and arrange recreational programs. Thirty years later, the Center’s scope of services has grown to include transportation, meals and wellness services, supported by 11 employees based in an historic facility at 2800 Erie Avenue. Social services are now available for resident of seven eastside neighborhoods.  Nearly 2000 seniors are enriched each year with vital, quality programs provided by Hyde Park Center.

Hyde Park Center provides a beautiful, safe, lively environment for older people to socialize and find companionship. Participants come together for programs, games, meals and more. Social workers are on staff to help with day-to-day, and long term, issues and concerns. HPC strives to address the whole person, both body and spirit, and to improve the quality of life for each person who walks through our door.

Some favorite activities include cards, movies, arts programs, sewing & quilting and a token-tossing game called Frog.  Day trips to area attractions and restaurants are also very popular.
