a. What does John say about his subject matter in v. 1? What response might this inspire in the hearts of John’s audience?
b. What does John say about his subject matter in v. 2? What does “the eternal life” refer to? 
c. Based on v. 3, what is the subject matter John is discussing? 
d. What purpose does John give in v. 3 for his proclamation? What is “fellowship?”
e. What purpose does John give in v. 4 for his proclamation? What kinds of things hinder our joy from being complete?
3. What is the content of John’s proclamation as stated in v. 5? What does “light” refer to? What does “darkness” refer to?
4. Verses 5-10 is a section that contains 5 “if… then” statements. Read these verses and answer the questions below.

a. What is the “if” stated in v. 6? What is the “then” that follows? What does “walk in darkness” mean? What does “do not practice the truth” mean?
b. What is the “if” stated in v. 7? What is the “then” that follows? What does it mean to “walk in the light?”
c. What is the “if” stated in v. 8? What is the “then” that follows? Why is it so important to think properly and understand sin?
d. What is the “if” stated in v. 9? What is the “then” that follows? How does John describe God here? What then, is the proper response to sin in one’s life? 
e. What is the “if” stated in v. 10? What is the “then” that follows? 
f. What do all of these “if… then” statements help to confirm? 
5. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
