1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. In 1 John 1:1-3, John warns his readers not to believe every spirit. Why does he give this warning? How does one identify the Spirit of God?
3. John encourages his audience by writing that they have overcome the antichrists “because greater is He who is in you than he who is in the world (v. 4). Who is the “He” who is in you? Who is the “he” who is in the world?
4. John concludes v. 6 with the words, “By this we know the spirit of truth and the spirit of error.” Bases on vv. 5-6, how do we know the spirit of truth and the spirit of error?
5. According to verses 7-8, what characterizes those born of God? What characterizes those who do not know God?
6. In verses 9-11, John continues his discussion of God’s love and how it affects our lives.

a. How was the love of God shown to us? (v. 9)
b. What does John say further about God’s love in v. 10?
c. What ought to be our response to God’s love (v. 11)? To what extend do you think this ought to be carried out?
7. John continues his discussion of God’s love in verses 12-14 and gives us some ways in which we can have assurance that we abide in Him.

a. According to v. 12, what are we able to know and see if we love one another?
b. How are we able to know that we abide in Him (v. 13)?
c. Base on love for others and abiding in Him, what are Christian able to proclaim according to v. 14?
8. According to v. 15-16, in what ways does John say a person can know he/she abides in God?
9. Verse 17-21 continue to focus on the results of God’s love in our lives.

a. According to v. 17, what is the result of love perfected in us?
b. In v. 18, what does perfect love do? Why?
c. Why does John says that we love in v. 19?
d. What does John say is going to be the an essential fruit born out of love for God (vv. 20-21)?

10. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
