a. What does water refer to? What does blood refer to (v. 6)? 
b. Who else testifies with the water and the blood about Christ (v. 6)? What is the significance of having three witnesses (vv. 7-8)? 
c. What is John’s argument as to why we should accept the testimony of God in v. 9?
d. What are the results for those who believe God’s testimony? What are the results for those who do not believe God’s testimony (vv. 10 and 12)?
e. What is the testimony (v. 11)? How does John describe this “life”?
6. What is the purpose John states for writing this letter (v. 13)?
7. What confidence do believers have according to vv. 14-15? What are we able to know concerning prayer in v. 15?
8. In v. 16, which two kinds of sin does John write of? What does each of these mean? What instruction is John giving here?
9. 1 John 5 concludes with an affirmation of the things we know for sure.

a. What characteristic does John say is present in those who are born of God (v. 18)?
b. What things does John affirm we know (vv.19-20)?
c. What is the final command of 1 John 5?
10. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
