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1 Peter 1 ~ The Greatness of God in Salvation 
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. Peter’s introduction to the letter, where he introduces himself and addresses his audience, is given in 1:1-2. 

a. What are the two ways Peter describes his audience in v. 1 (not including the naming of the cities in which they live)? What does each description mean? How would those descriptions have been helpful to the audience? 
b. What does Peter write about their being “chosen” in v. 2? Who is actively working out their “choosing?” 
3. Verses 3-5 make up one whole sentence. It has many parts that flow from the main statement in v. 3, “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

a. According to v. 3, why is God blessed? What is the living hope? 
b. According to vv. 4-5, what is the purpose of their being born again? How can this encourage the hearts of God’s people today?
4. The NASB punctuates vv. 6-9 so that it is also one sentence with many related ideas flowing one from the other. The whole sentence is a continuation of the praise for salvation begun in v. 3.

a. What does v. 6 say about the circumstances Peter’s readers found themselves in? Even though this is the case, what does the first part of v. 6 say they are doing? 
b. According to v. 7, what is the purpose of the various trials they are facing? 
c. How do vv. 8-9 describe their heart’s condition? What flows out of them despite their circumstances? 
5. Verses 10-12finish Peter’s section of praise for salvation. 

a. What two groups of messengers does Peter mention in this section? What does he say about each group?
b. What “things” were these messengers concerned with? How important do you think these “things” were to them? 
6. The first word of v. 13, “Therefore,” grabs our attention and lets us know that Peter is making a conclusion based on what he has just written. 

a. What is the first command he gives? What does it mean?
b. What are the second and third commands that he gives? What do they mean?
7. Verses 14-16 continue Peter’s commands based on the greatness of God in salvation. 

a. What is the negative command Peter gives in v. 14? What is the positive command in v. 15?
b. What does “holy” mean? What is the basis for the command to be holy?
8. The paragraph made of verses 17-21  continues Peter’s instructions and provides the reasoning that supports his call to action.

a. What is the command given in v. 17? What kind of fear is Peter referring to?
b. What does verse v. 18 say is the way in which we should carry out the command of v. 17? 
c. How do vv. 18-19 affect your heart?
d. To whose advantage was Christ’s coming, according to vv. 20-21? How would these truths been particular helpful to Peter’s audience? How are they helpful to us today?
9. In this last paragraph of chapter 1, Peter delivers another command and spends most of his word substantiating the command with good (great!) theology.

a. What is the command he gives in v. 22? 
b. According to vv 23-25, what is the reason we should do what v. 22 instructs us to?
11.  God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
