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1 Peter 3 ~ The Believer’s Submission 
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. The first seven verses of 1 Peter are instructions addressed to wives (see 3:1). Verse 1-2 begin this section with a command and a statement of the purpose for the command.

a. Verse 1 begins with, “In the same way.” Which way is Peter referring to? 
b. What command does Peter gives to wives in v. 1? Explain what this means. 
c. For what purpose does Peter say this command is for? What does this imply about some of the marriages in the churches Peter wrote to?
3. In 3:3-4, Peter address where the true beauty of a woman/wife is to be found.

a. Where does he say it should not be found in v. 3? What are some modern day examples of these?
b. Where does Peter say it should be found? What is God’s evaluation of this kind of beauty? 
4. Peter then uses faithful women from the Old Testament to illustrate the point he is making.

a. Who does Peter uses as an example of this? What does he say about her? How does Peter say a woman today can become her “child” in v. 6?
5. The discussion turns towards husbands in v. 7. 

a. What is the first command Peter gives to husbands in v. 7? Explain what this means.

b. What is the reasoning Peter gives for this command?
c. What is the second command Peter gives? Explain what this means.
d. What is the reasoning Peter gives for this command?
6. Peter sums up his exhortations with a numbers of character traits he wants his readers to exhibit. 

a. Meditate on Peter’s words in vv. 8-9. What reason for these instructions does Peter give in the second half of v. 9?
7. What question does Peter as in v. 13? What does he mean by this?
8. Peter indicates in vv. 14-16 that things don’t always go as they generally should according to v. 13. 

a. What does Peter say about suffering in v. 15?
b. In light of v. 15, what does Peter instruct his readers to do in vv. 15-16? What are the key character traits needed according to v. 15? What is the end result of following these instructions as stated in v. 16?
9. Verses 17-20 contain a very clear statement concerning true gospel centered living.

a. What is the general principle Peter states in v. 17?
b. What is the reason Peter gives for this principle in v. 18? 
c. Verse 19 can be difficult to interpret. Be ready to briefly discuss this verse in your Care Group.
10. The final verses of the chapter, vv. 21-22 keep our focus on Jesus, though v. 21 can also be difficult to interpret. 

a. What does Peter say about baptism in v. 21? What does this mean?
b. What is the key to salvation given in the last half of v. 21? How does Peter say this comes about?
11. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
