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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. First Peter 5:1-5 has to do with the attitudes needed in the church.

a. Who does Peter address starting in v. 1? What command does he give to these men at the beginning of v. 2?

b. Verses 2 and 3 describe how the elders are to shepherd the flock by using couplets.  The first half starts with “not/nor” and the second half starts with “but.” What are the first two couplets in vv. 2-3? 

c. What is the third couplet given in v. 3? What is the reason Peter gives in v. 4 for his preceding exhortation? 

3. Who is first addressed in v. 5? What is the significance of the word “likewise?”

a. What does Peter command them to do?
b. Who is the second audience addressed in v. 5? What does Peter instruct them to do?

4. In 5:6-7, Peter begins a section about resisting the devil.

a. What command does Peter give in v. 6? What is the significance of “the mighty hand of God?”

b. What are we to do while we humble ourselves before the Lord according to v. 7? What is the reason Peter gives for doing this? 

5. What are the two commands given in v. 8? What supporting argument does Peter give for these commands? In what way(s) do you think the devil wants to “devour” people?

6. Even though the devil prowls around as an enemy, what is the command given in v. 9? What does Peter want us to remember?
7. Despite the suffering that believers are subject to, what hope is provided in vv. 10-11?

8. Verses 12-14 close the letter of 1 Peter. What are we to “stand firm in” according to v. 12? How do you think you should apply the command given in v. 14?
9. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
