2 Peter 1 ~ The Power of Glory in the Soul of Man 
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. In vs. 1, Peter states that his readers have received the same faith as the apostles.
a. What means did God use to give them faith, according to vs. 1? 
b. In vs.2, Peter gives further blessings that come to the believer through this same source.  What are these blessings?
3. In 1:3-4, read these verses carefully and answer the following questions:
a. What does the text of 3a say that God has granted to us?  What do these two terms mean?
b. According to 3b, what was the means God used to grant these things to us?  What characteristics in Jesus did God reveal to bring us to Himself? What does this mean about our salvation?  

c. According to vs. 4, what else has God granted to us through this means?  
d. What do these verses say about the believer, both in life and heart?  How can you practically apply this reality?  What is it that God uses to make us more like Himself?
4. Based on what the believer receives in vs. 3-4, Peter gives a list of character traits in 5-7 that every believer should have. 
a. What is the foundation these traits are built on?
b. What trait does Peter end with at vs. 7?  Meditate on this list – which trait do you see lacking most clearly in your life?  What do you think God uses (based on vs. 3-4) to grow us in these traits?
5. Read vs. 8-11.  What does Peter say regarding the list in vs. 5-7?  How does this match up with what he says in vs. 3-4? 

a. What do you think this means about our sanctification as children of God?

6. Read vs. 12-15.  What is Peter doing in writing this letter to the churches?  What should the churches response be?  How can you apply this section?

7. Read vs. 16-19. What specific event is Peter referring to in this section?   What does it look like to ‘pay attention’ to the Word?  Would others around you characterize you as obeying vs. 19?
8. Read 20-21.  What is Peter’s point in this section?  Who do you think wrote Scripture?  
9. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
