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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. In vs. 1, Peter starts with a difficult verse.  Who is Peter warning the church about?
a. What do these men bring into the church? 
b. Peter uses words in this section that referred to the ancient secular slave market.  What do you think it means that they deny “the Master who bought them”?
c. What is the end these men face?  As you read chapter 2, look for all the places where Peter discusses their final end and make a note.

3. In 1:2-3, read these verses carefully and answer the following questions:
a. What were these men leading the people of the churches into?  What was the result?
b. Ultimately, what was the goal of these men?
4. In vs. 4-7, Peter gives three clear examples of judgment – for each example give the recipient of the judgment and what the example shows about God’s justice.
a. Vs.  4 -

c. Vs. 6 - 

d. In examples b and c, God spared the righteous from judgment – what does the text say about Lot in vs. 8?  
5. What does vs. 9 teach about the believer and who keeps him? What is comforting about this truth?
6. In vs. 10-16 Peter gives a scathing rebuke of false teachers.  Read this section and answer the following questions:
a. According to vs. 10b-11 what were these false teachers acting like they could do?

b. According to vs. 13, what specifically were they doing?  What were they after in vs. 14 and 15?

c. Finally, Christ said that false teachers can be seen by their fruit (Matt. 7:15-20). How can these verses equip us to be on guard against false teachers in the church?

7. Vs. 17-19 paint a sorrowful picture of what happens when those who profess Christianity are lured back into the deceitful lusts of the world.  What process do the false teachers use to lure the unsuspecting?
8. Read 20-22.  Compare these verses with 1:4.  What is Peter’s point in this section? By all appearances these men and women were believers.  Were they really?  How do we know?  Support your answers with Scripture.  
9. What should vs. 20-22 cause us to do?  
10. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
