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Revelation 10-11 ~ The Pause Before the 7th Trumpet
For the Week of June 20th, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
Before the sounding of the 7th trumpet judgment, there is a parenthesis that allows for two preliminary visions to prepare the way.  The first is the vision of an angel with a little scroll (10:1-11) and the second is the measurement of the Temple and worshippers and the two witnesses (11:1-14).
2. In 10-1-11, John receives another vision of an angel with a “little scroll” and John interacts with this angel.
a. In 10:1-4, describe the appearance of the “mighty angel” and the events surrounding his appearance.
b. Identify the meaning or identity of the following:

i. “the mighty angel”

ii. “the little scroll”

iii. “the seven thunders”

c. What does the mighty angel do in 10:5-7?  What is the significance of his actions?  What does his oath reveal about the future?
d. In 10:8-11, John interacts with this vision.  What is he told to do and why?  Why is the eating of scroll both “sweet” and “bitter”?
Chapter 11 has been viewed as one of the most difficult chapters to interpret in the book of Revelation.  The chapter continues the parenthetical section begun in 10:1 and extending through chapter 14.  The chronological events of the 7th trumpet, which begin in 11:15-19, don’t resume until 15:1.
3. In 11:1-2, John is given instructions to measure three objects.

a. What are the objects and what do you think these refer to?

b. What is John told not to measure?  What is the reason given for this?

4. In 11:3-13, two witnesses are introduced, along with their mission during this time.
a. Who do you think are these “two witnesses” and why?

b. What will be the nature of their ministry on earth? (11:3-4)

c. What supernatural powers does God give them for this time? (11:5-6)

d. Who is “the beast” that appears in 11:7 and what is the location of “the great city” in 11:8?

e. Summarize the events surrounding their death and miraculous resurrection. (11:7-13)

f. Why does the earth rejoice over their deaths? (11:10)

5. In 11:14-19, the 7th trumpet is finally blown and the focus shifts to the heavenly praise of the Lord.

a. In 11:15, what is the meaning of “The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ”?

b. Describe the content of the praise from the 24 elders.

c. What is the connection of v. 19 with this section?  Why is God’s temple opened and the ark of the covenant seen?
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
