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Revelation 17-18 ~ The Destruction of Babylon
For the Week of July 11th, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)

5. What does God call His people to do according to 18:4-8?

6. In 18:9-19, three groups of earth’s people lament the destruction of Babylon.  Describe each group and the reason for their lament:

a. First Group (vv. 9-10)

b. Second Group (vv. 11-16)

c. Third Group (vv. 17-19)

7. Summarize the 2nd angelic pronouncement in 18:21-24.
