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Revelation 19-20 ~ The 2nd Coming of Christ
For the Week of July 18th, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
Chapters 19-20 bring the judgments of God to a close as Jesus Christ returns to war against the beast and his armies (ch. 19).  With Christ’s return, His earthly Millennial reign begins (ch. 20) as the King establishes His earthly kingdom and rules His creation with a rod of iron.
2. In 19:1-10, heaven rejoices with songs of praise over Babylon’s fall.  There are 4 groups of singers giving a four-fold hallelujah.  Next to each below, describe who is singing and the reason why they are singing:

a. vv. 1-2

b. v. 3

c. v. 4

d. v. 5

3. In 19:11-21, John sees the events surrounding the Lord’s return.  Answer the following questions:

a. In 19:11-16, the person of Jesus Christ is described.  Try and identify the details of this description of Christ and the significance of these details.

b. What is the result of Christ’s war against the beast and the kings of the earth?  How does this relate to previous prophecies such as 14:17-20 and 16:12-16?
c. What happens to the beast and the false prophet and the “rest”?

4. In 20:1-3, Satan is bound for a thousand years while Christ rules on the earth during what is known as the “Millennial Kingdom.”  Do you think this is a literal 1000 year reign?  Why or why not?  What support can you find from this context?
5. In 20:4-6, John sees what is termed as “the first resurrection.”  What is the difference between this resurrection and the one that occurs later at the end of the Millennium?

6. What happens after the 1000 year reign of Christ according to 20:7-10?

a. What purpose do you think the Millennial Kingdom serves?  In other words, why does Christ need to reign on the earth for this time period?

b. With Satan bound and Christ physically ruling with a “rod of iron,” what do you think life will be like on this planet during this time?
7. According to 20:11-15, who gets judged at the Great White Throne judgment?  Support your answer from the context.  What happens to these who are judged?

8. What practical application can the believer take away from this section?
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
