Revelation 1  ~ The Revelation of Jesus Christ 
For the Week of May 16, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. John begins his book with a preface in vv. 1-3:
a. What can we learn about the content of the book from these 3 verses?

b. What can we learn about the author of the book?

3. According to v. 4, who are the recipients of the book of Revelation?

4. The entire book is rich with imagery.  In chapter 1, much of that imagery focuses on revealing the person and work of Christ Jesus.  Read vv. 4-8 answer the following questions:

a. What do these verses teach about God the Father and the Holy Spirit?

b. What do these verses teach about Jesus Christ?

c. What do these verses teach about the gospel? 

d. Why would these truths have been significant to original readers?  How do they affect your life?
5. Describe the scene in vv. 9-11 as John explains how he received this revelation.
6. Read the description of John’s vision of Christ in vv. 12-18 and answer the following questions:

a. What specific features of Christ does John describe in vv. 12-16?  What is the significance of each?

b. How did John respond to Jesus?  Why?

c. What truths about Himself did Jesus share with John in vv. 17-18?

d. As you mediate on the character of Christ as revealed in these verses, how do these truths about Christ affect the way you live your life?  Give some specific examples from your life last week or in the week ahead.

7. Verse 19 gives us a three part breakdown of the entire book.  What are the three parts Jesus describes?

8. According to v. 20, what are the “seven stars” and the “seven golden lampstands”? What does Jesus mean by each of these? 
9. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
