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Revelation 21-22 ~ The New Heaven and Earth
For the Week of July 25h, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
Chapters 21-22 close the end of this prophecy and provides the details for the end of redemptive history as we know it.  With all evil, evil angels, and evil people judged and condemned to the lake of fire forever, God will create a new heaven and earth to be the eternal home of His people.
2. In 21:1-8, John saw the “new Jerusalem” coming out of heaven.  Answer the following questions:
a. What do you think the “new heavens and earth” will be like?  Is it a refashioning of the old earth or a completely brand new earth?
b. According to vv. 2-3, what purpose does the New Jerusalem serve in the eternal state?
c. From vv. 4 & 6, what will God do for His people?
3. In 21:9 – 22:5, Jesus sees details of the New Jerusalem, the believer’s heavenly home.  In each section, give a summary description of what John saw and try and define each:
a. The Physical Features of the New Jerusalem (21:11-21)
b. The Illumination of the New Jerusalem (21:22-27)
c. Life Within the New Jerusalem (22:1-5)
4. The closing epilogue of Revelation (22:6-21) contains an affirmation of this prophecy to John and a closing conversation between Jesus Christ and John.  Answer the following questions for this section:
a. From vv. 6-11, what affirmation does John receive regarding the authority of this prophecy that was given to him?

b. What wake-up call does Jesus give in vv. 12 & 16?  What should be the response to this call according to v. 17?

c. What warning does Revelation give us in vv. 18-19?  Give an example of a violation of each warning (i.e. people who have added to or subtracted from Scripture).

d. What is John’s heartfelt response to Jesus’ statement in v. 20?  How should the believer live in light of Christ’s return?

5. The book of Revelation has been an exciting and humbling study.  The chaos and judgment of the scroll judgments is replaced by a new heaven and earth where Christ reigns supreme.  As you think about this study, answer the following questions:

a. What are 2-3 truths about God that you have learned from Revelation?

b. In what ways has this study changed your heart and relationship with Christ?

c. Why do you think that in chs. 21-22, which focus on the eternal state, Jesus is referred to as “the Lamb”?

d. How has Revelation affected your view and practice of evangelism?
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
