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Revelation 6-7 ~ The Seal Judgments
For the Week of June 6, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
The Seal judgments are the first of three series of God’s judgments upon the world.  The first four seal judgments are grouped together as four horsemen appear one after another.  Then two more seals are broken (5th & 6th), with the 7th seal “telescoping” into the 7 Trumpet judgments (chs. 8-9).
2. In 6:1-8, the first four seals reveal four horsemen who bring forth God’s judgment.  Fill out the table and try and figure out the meaning of each of the judgments:

3. The 5th seal judgment is found in 6:9-11 and is quite different from seals 1-4 (there is no summons and no horse or rider).

a. What is the nature of the 5th seal judgment?

b. How do the prayers of these martyred saints fit the sequence of events in this context?

c. How does the Lord answer their prayers?  What can you apply from this answer?

4. The opening of the 6th seal judgment (6:12-17) reveals cosmic and terrestrial disturbances predicted by O.T. prophets that would precede the coming of Christ.

a. In 6:12-14, what are the cosmic disturbances?  Are they literal, symbolic, or both?

b. In 6:15-17, who is affected by the 6th seal judgment and what is their response?

5. Before breaking the 7th seal, there are two visions in chapter 7 that contrast the people of God on earth who are prepared to face the judgments and the people of God in heaven.  Read 7:1-8 and answer the following questions:

a. From 7:1-3, who do you think are the 4 angels and what are the 4 winds?

b. What is the reason for the angels holding back the 4 winds? (cf. v. 3)
c. Who are the 144,000 servants in 7:4-8?

d. What role do these servants carry out during this time?

6. In 7:9-17, the scene shifts to the heavenly multitude.

a. Who are the people described in 7:9-10 & 13-14?

b. In 7:11-12, how do the angels respond to the praise and worship of the great multitude?

c. How does the Lord comfort these saints in 7:15-17?

7. How does the scene in 7:15-17 bring you hope for the future?
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
