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Revelation 8-9 ~ The Trumpet Judgments
For the Week of June 13th, 2010
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
The 3 series of God’s judgments (Seals, Trumpets, & Bowls) “telescope” out from each other in that the 7th seal opens into the 7 trumpet judgments and the 7th trumpet opens into the 7 bowl judgments.  Here, as the 7th seal is broken, the transition takes place between the seals and trumpets.
2. In 8:1-6, the setting is given for the 7 trumpet judgments.
a. Why do you think there is a 30 minute silence in heaven according to 8:1?
b. Describe the scene in 8:3-4.  What do you think this all means?

3. Similar to the first four seal judgments, the first four trumpet judgments are similar in that the physical earth is the object of God’s judgment.  Read 8:7-13 and answer the following questions:

a. The 1st trumpet judgment occurs in 8:7.  What is the meaning of this judgment?

b. The 2nd trumpet judgment occurs in 8:8-9.  What is the meaning of this judgment?

c. The 3rd trumpet judgment occurs in 8:10-11.  What is the meaning of this judgment?

d. The 4th trumpet judgment occurs in 8:12-13.  What is the meaning of this judgment?

4. Between the 4th and 5th trumpet judgments, John sees an eagle flying in the sky with a three-fold message of “Woe!”  What is a “woe” and what do the three “woes” represent?

5. The 5th trumpet judgment occurs in 9:1-12.  Read this section carefully and answer the following:

a. What is the “bottomless pit” of 9:1?  (What does Scripture teach us about this pit?)

b. What came out of the bottomless pit when it was unlocked?  What do you think the “locusts” are?  Are they literal locusts, or do they signify something else?  Support your answer.

c. What are these “locusts” permitted to do to mankind? (9:4-5)  How will the people of earth respond according to 9:6?
d. Is there any significance behind the description of these locusts in 9:7-11?
6. The 6th trumpet judgment occurs in 9:13-21.

a. In 9:13-14, we see once again “four angels.”  Are these the same angels as those found in 7:1?  Why or why not?

b. What is the significance of the Euphrates River as the origin of these 4 angels?

c. When the angels are released, what occurs immediately in 9:16?  Who do you think these 200 million “mounted troops” are?

d. According to 9:17-19, what are these horses able to do and what is the result?

e. Sadly, in 9:20-21, how does the rest of the earth respond to these catastrophic judgments of God?  What does this tell you about the nature of sin and these hardened sinners?

7. How should the believer respond to these horrific future judgments of God?
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
