Hebrews 11 ~ The “Hall of Faith”
For the Week of December 6th, 2009
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
[For the introduction to Melchizedek, read Genesis 14 and Psalm 110:4 to get the historical background and his relationship to Abraham.]

2. This chapter is preceded by a word to remember those who went before them and who endured much suffering (10:32-39).  What is the “better possession” (10:34) and the “great reward” (10:35) that these believers were to remain focused on in their sufferings?

3. Based on 11:1, what is the definition of “faith” the AH gives?

4. In 11:4-7, the AH outlines the faith of the pre-patriarchs.  Next to each, summarize how they manifested faith in God.

a. Abel (v. 4)

b. Enoch (v. 5)

c. Noah (v. 7)

5. In 11:8-22, the AH continues with the faith of the Patriarchs.  Next to each, summarize how they manifested faith in God.

a. Abraham (vv. 8-19)

b. Isaac (v. 20)

c. Jacob (v. 21)

d. Joseph (v. 22)

6. Describe the faith of Moses in 11:23-29.

7. Summarize the faith of other O.T. believers in 11:30-40.

8. Based on this chapter, how would you define biblical “faith?”

a. Why is it “impossible” to please God without faith? (v. 6)

b. Why is faith so difficult at times?

c. Why is faith so simple and easy?

9. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
