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Hebrews 13 ~ Exhortation to Live for Christ
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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. This final chapter in Hebrews gives exhortations for Christian living and the pursuit of holiness on the part of all believers.  In 13:1-7, the Author of Hebrews (AH) begins by showing the importance of relationships in four areas:  other believers (vv. 1-3), our spouse (v. 4), the Lord (vv. 5-6), and church leaders (v. 7).

a. What are the exhortations addressed to believers in vv. 1-3?  Why do you think “love” is singled out?

b. What are the exhortations for marriage in v. 4?  If you are married, what are you applying in order to protect that sanctity of your marriage?

c. What are the exhortations for our relationship with Christ in vv. 5-6?  Why do you think the AH focuses on money and contrasts this with the presence of God in our lives?

d. What are the exhortations for our relationship with our church leaders in v. 7?

3. Doctrinal purity is essential for the growth and health of a believer and a church.  What exhortations did the AH give to these Hebrews (and to us) based on vv. 8-9?

4. How would you summarize the meaning of vv. 10-14?  
a. How does this fit the context of what has been said in Hebrews as a whole, as well as the immediately preceding verses?

b. How can you apply this truth to your own life right now?
5. What are the exhortations the AH gives in vv. 15-16 in regards to worship?
6. Finally, in v. 17, what are the exhortations God gives in response to the church’s leaders?

a. Why is it “unprofitable” for the member if he/she is a grief to their leader, and not “unprofitable” for the leader?

7. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
