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Hebrews 4:14 – 5:10 ~ Christ Is Superior to Aaron
For the Week of November 1st, 2009
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The AH transitions from the argument of Christ’s superiority over Moses to His superiority as high priest.  If part of the problem related to the fact that these Jewish believers missed the O.T. priesthood, then they needed to understand that they have a great high priest in Jesus Christ.
1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. Through Christ’s priesthood, it is possible for all people to approach God’s throne of grace with confidence because Christ shared our humanity with all of its suffering.  In 4:14-16, we see Christ’s sympathetic priesthood.

a. As our High Priest, how was Jesus “tempted in all things… yet without sin?”  How does He then provide sympathy in our weaknesses and temptations?

b. What are some specific and personal ways that you have applied 4:16 to your own life and approach to the Lord?

3. In 5:1-4, the AH lays out his argument for why Jesus’ priesthood is far superior to that of Aaron’s.  He begins by outlining the biblical qualifications for the O.T. priesthood and the Jewish audience would have been quite familiar with these.  Next to each reference, write out the qualification:
