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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. What are quarrels and conflicts? Who are they between? What is their source (v. 1)?
3. What are the specific examples James gives of ungodly interactions between individuals in his audience? Do you think these are literal of figurative examples (v. 2)? 
4. Why were some who were asking not receiving (v. 3)?
5. James calls his audience adulteresses. Is this literal or figurative? What does it mean to be a friend of the world?
6. Verse 5 is a difficult verse to interpret.  If you use a MacArthur Study Bible for your studies, you will see that the text of the NASB has Spirit capitalized to indicate a reference to the Holy Spirit.  Based on this interpretation, how can God be jealous? What is He jealous for?
7. Though it is hard for us to do all things in a godly manner, what does God give to help us? Who does He grant it to (v. 6)?
8. Verses 7-10 contain a series of commands that James delivers to his audience as responses to God’s grace. 
a. What are the commands given in v. 7 and what is an example of how a believer can do that today? 
b. What are the commands given in v. 8 and what is an example of how a believer can do that today? 
c. What are the commands given in vv. 9-10 and what is an example of how a believer can do that today?
9. What does James prohibit in v. 11? What is the reason he gives for this prohibition? 
10. In v. 12 James corrects the problem with good theology. What does he say?
11. What is the problem of the people James addresses in vv. 13-14 (see v. 16)? 
12. What is James’s conclusion stated in v. 17? 
13. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22). As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
