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1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. In v. 1 Jude calls himself a “bond servant” and he addresses the recipients of the letter as “those who are called”. What is a bond servant? Who is his audience and how does he describe them? 

3.  Jude originally intended to address a different topic in his letter. From vv. 3-4:


a) What was it and why did he change? 


b) What is the new focus of the letter?


c) How does he describe the apostates?

4.  Verses 5-7 give three reminders to his audience of past apostates and what happened. What were the three situations he describes? Why do you think he mentions them? What can we learn from this?

5.  Jude further describes the apostates in vv. 8-11. Describe their conduct. To what and whom did Jude compare them? What can we learn from Michael’s actions compared to the apostates? 

6.  How do the analogies from nature describe the apostates in vv. 12-13.

7.  What is Enoch’s prophecy in vv. 14-15? Who is it directed towards and when will it occur? Why is a quote from an extra-biblical source acceptable?

8.  Jude now turns from denouncing the apostates to encouraging the believers. In the following verses what proactive strategies does he give the believers for combating apostasy and how can we apply them today?

9.  Jude describes three groups of people in vv.22-23. Who are they and how are the believers to deal with them?

10.  The letter closes with a familiar doxology. Define the word “doxology”. What does this particular one tell us as believers?

11.  God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
